Use the short screws for top two 
holes on the front legs, and long 
screws for the bottom two holes in 
each leg. 

Carefully lay down the cabinet on
its back.

Line up the leg with the holes located 
on the cabinet.

NOTE: For the 51” or 78” repeat steps 
1-2 to install the fifth leg.

Note: It is important to attach to the 
wall to properly secure the vanity.

Stand the cabinet upright.

Determine the ideal position of the 
vanity and place the horizontal studs 
into the wall

NOTE: the location needs at least two 
studs. Front notch the studs and install 
the 2x6 horizontal beam 30-3/4” from 
the floor.

Determine the ideal location of your 
new vanity.

For the 27” or 39” vanity, please 
remove the drawers prior secure the 
vanity to the wall. 

NOTE: Please see Pg.6 for instruction 
on how to remove the drawers.

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Figure 5.Step 9: Position the cabinet against the wall 
and line up with the supporting beam 
location.

Fasten the long screws into
the wall from the inside of the cabinet

NOTE: For 27” or 39” or 51”, it requires 
3pcs of 2-1/2” wood screws. For 78” 
vanity, it requires 6pcs 2-1/2” wood 
screws.

Step 2: Position the top over the vanity and 
press firmly.

Follow the directions on the silicone 
product to allow for ample
drying time.

Position the vanity top over the vanity. 
Verify the top is level.
NOTE: Team work required

Apply a small bead of silicone as 
shown in diagram on the right.

Locate the screw furthest away from 
the hinge cup and turn the screw 
clockwise or counter-clockwise to 
move the door from front to back.

Turn the screw clockwise or counter-
clockwise to move the door from top 
to bottom.
