Assembly

1. Place the log set into position.

a. Lift the log set by holding the
sides of the heater box for
stability. Do not lift by gripping
the logs or the grate front legs.

b. If installing the unit in a carpeted
area, place a one-piece, solid,
flat surface under the unit. Make
sure that both of the grate feet
rest securely on this surface.

& CAUTION: Each of the Realogs™
contain LEDs that pulse and glow. Handle
the log set carefully. They are fragile and
can crack or break if dropped.

2. Place the ember mat in front and
below the grate.

3. Connect the wires from the ember
mat to the connector on the right
side of the grate box.

4. Install the Mirage™ Flame Panel by

inserting the bottom edge into the
tabs between the back log and grate
log assemblies.

The painted side should be at the
back and the smooth side to the
front.

Position the screen so that the
cutout in the middle aligns with
the center tab. Start on one end
to insert the screen in all the way
across. When in place, the screen
should be centered and slightly
curved.

General Maintenance

Inspect the log set regularly, depending
upon conditions, and at a minimum
yearly intervals. Remove dust and
clean the logs, mat, grate, and base as
required.

Except for installation and cleaning
described in this manual, an authorized
service representative should perform
any other servicing.

&\ WARNING: Disconnect power and
allow heater to cool before attempting any
maintenance or cleaning to reduce the risk
of fire, electric shock, or injury.

Clean Logs and Base

The log set should not be operated with
an accumulation of dust or dirt on or in
the unit, as this can cause a build up of
heat and eventual damage.

Dust and vacuum the log set as
needed. Use a damp cloth and a mild
detergent to clean painted surfaces
of the fireplace. Never use abrasive
cleaners.

Clean Mirage™ Flame Panel

The Mirage™ Flame Panel is cleaned
in the factory during the assembly
operation. During shipment, installation,
handling, etc., the screen may collect
dust particles; these can be removed
by dusting lightly with a clean dry cloth.

To remove fingerprints or other marks,
clean the Mirage™ Flame Panel with
a damp cloth. Never use abrasive
cleaners. Dry the screen completely
with a lint free cloth to prevent water
spots.

Battery Replacement
To replace the battery:

1. Push the release tab toward the
center and slide the battery cover
open.

2. Install 3V Lithium battery in the
battery holder. The positive (+) side
of the battery faces up.

Two Year Limited Warranty

Products to which this limited warranty applies

This limited warranty applies to your newly
purchased Dimplex cassette and to newly
purchased Dimplex fireplace surrounds
(mantels) and trims. This limited warranty
applies only to purchases made in any
province of Canada except for Yukon Territory,
Nunavut, or Northwest Territories or in any
of the 50 States of the USA (and the District
of Columbia) except for Hawaii and Alaska.
This limited warranty applies to the original
purchaser of the product only and is not
transferable.

Products excluded from this limited warranty

Logset assemblies are only covered for
transportation to the end user and will not
be covered if damage occurs during normal
operation and/or maintenance. Products
purchased in Yukon Territory, Nunavut,
Northwest Territories, Hawaii, or Alaska are
not covered by this limited warranty. Products
purchased in these States, provinces, or
territories are sold AS IS without warranty
or condition of any kind (including, without
limitation, any implied warranties or conditions
of merchantability or fithess for a particular
purpose) and the entire risk of as to the quality
and performance of the products is with the
purchaser, and in the event of a defect the
purchaser assumes the entire cost of all
necessary servicing or repair.

What this limited warranty covers and for how
long

Products, other than fireplace surrounds
(mantels) and trims, covered by this limited
warranty have been tested and inspected prior
to shipment. Subject to the provisions of this
warranty, Dimplex warrants such products
to be free from defects in material and
workmanship for a period of 2 years from the
date of the first purchase of such products as
follows: (a) a repair or replacement warranty
on defective products or parts, including in-
home services, for the first year following
the date of first purchase; and (b) thereafter,
a replacement of parts warranty on defective
products and parts (with no in-home services)
for the 1 year period commencing on the first
anniversary of first purchase and ending on
the second anniversary of the date of first
purchase.

Dimplex fireplace surrounds (mantels) and
trims covered by this limited warranty have
been tested and inspected prior to shipment
and, subject to the provisions of this warranty,
Dimplex warrants such products to be free
from defects in material and workmanship
for a period of 1 year from the date of first
purchase of such products. Warranty services
do not include in-home services.

The limited 2 year warranty period for products
other than fireplace surrounds (mantels) and
trims and the limited 1 year warranty period for
fireplace surrounds (mantels) and trims also
applies to any implied warranties that may
exist under applicable law. Some jurisdictions
do not allow limitations on how long an implied
warranty lasts, so the above limitation may not
apply to the purchaser.

What this limited warranty does not cover

This limited warranty does not apply to prod-
ucts that have been repaired (except by Dim-
plex or its authorized service representatives)
or otherwise altered.

if the purchaser’s site is beyond 30 miles (48
km) from the closest service depot of Dimplex’s
dealer or service agent; and (ii) the purchaser is
solely responsible for providing clear access to all
serviceable parts of the product.

If Dimplex is unable to replace such part,
or if replacement is not commercially practicable
or cannot be timely made, Dimplex may, in lieu of
replacement, choose to refund the purchase price
for such part. The purchaser shall not be entitled
to on-site or in-home warranty services. The
purchaser shall be responsible for all expenses
incurred for the removal of the part and installation
of the replacement part including, without limitation,
all shipping costs and transportation costs to and
from the authorized dealer’s or service agent’s
place of business and all labour costs.

* For surrounds (mantels) and trims for the
period ending at midnight on the first anniver-
sary of the date of first purchase, Dimplex will
in its sole discretion either repair or replace such
defective surrounds (mantels) and trims or part
thereof without charge. If Dimplex is unable to
repair or replace such product or part, or if repair
or replacement is not commercially practicable or
cannot be timely made, Dimplex may, in lieu of re-
pair or replacement, choose to refund the purchase
price for such product or part. The purchaser shall
not be entitled to on-site or in-house services. The
purchaser is responsible for all expenses incurred
for repair or replacement of such product or part
including, without limitation, all shipping costs and
transportation costs to and from the authorized
dealer’s or service agent’s business and all labour
costs. Such costs shall not be the responsibility
of Dimplex.
