and UL. recognized.

Before commencing with the installation, disconnect
the power by turning off the circuit breaker or

by removing the fuse at the fuse box. Turning the

power off using the light switch is not sufficient to

prevent electrical shock.

(4) PREPARING THE FIXTURE

Insure that the circuit breaker is turned off
Refer to figure I for illustration of fizture paris and assembly.

If you are replacing an existing fixture, disconnect and
remove the old fixture Expose the supply wiring from the J-box

Mount the supplied crossbar (2) to the J-box (1)

with the supplied screws (3).

Connect the Black supply wire to the Black wire from the fixture
with supplied Wire Nuts(5). Connect the White supply wire fo the
White wire from the fixture with supplied Wire Nuts(5)

Attach the ground wire from.the fixture to J-box ground terminal
( then secure both fixture ground wire and the box ground
wire with supplied wire nut).

Secure all wire nuts with UL listed electrical tape (not supplied)
Tuck wires carefully into Junction box

- Inorder to mount the fixture (8), insert the nipple (6) into the

hole in the center of the crossbar (2). Adjust the length of the
nipple (6) as needed and secure by using the supplied hex nut (7).

. Slide nipple through hole in fixture (8) and secure fixture (8) to

crossbar (2) with supplied decorative cap (9).

. Insert 2 x 60W/A-19 Lamps

7. Slide shade (10) into place.

8. Restore'electricity and check the operation of your new lighting fixture
