e Solder or use female adapter to attach rigid copper
PIPES@ to bottom inlet of NIPPLES@)

etc...) onto concrete FILLER (I5) and surrounding
CONRETE(®

e  Finished floor COVERING@ must fall between the
MIN/MAX marks on MUDGAURDG for proper
installation of Floor Mounted Tub Filler Faucet
